Godspell is one of musical theatreõs brightest and most     

innovative shows. Originally written by Michael Tebelak in 

1969 as a Masterõs theses project, it immediately became  

the voice of a generation of people tired of a world at war 

and looking for solace and peace.  

Drawing from various theatrical traditions such as clowning, 

pantomime, charades, and vaudeville Godspell was ground 

breaking in the way that it transformed the stories and   

language of the Bible into simple, everyday situations and 

speech. The show opens with Jesus declaring himself as God 

and King in whom there is no beginning and no end.   There  

are five parables told in story and songs by Jesus and his 

followers. The story continues through the crucifixion, 

death, and resurrection of Christ.

$35 non -refundable / non -transferable registration fee.    Each show will have performances. For all major productions, 
families of cast members are required to sell 15 tickets. Each cast memberõs family will receive 8 complimentary tickets.
